	This SOP covers Topical Negative Pressure (TNP) in the community (EAST)
For setting up TNP in the community.


	Procedure

	· Nursing Staff to contact TVN to discuss suitability of wound.

	· TVN to order pump, and have it delivered to the patient’s home address.

	· TVN to arrange joint visit with DNs to commence pump. 

	· Nursing Staff to ensure FP10s are used for dressings and canisters. (They do not need to be ordered on non stock order forms.)

	· On completion of TNP therapy Nursing Staff to phone company to ask for collection and inform them of date of discontinuation of TNP therapy. 


	Maintaining provision 

	· Nursing Staff to ensure all staff are trained as appropriate.

	· Nursing staff are responsible for ensuring there are sufficient dressings, and canisters available at all times especially over weekends and Bank Holidays and adverse weather conditions.


	Overall responsibility

	· All Community Nursing staff


	Potential Risks

	· Inappropriate use of TNP.

	· Pump being disconnected.

	· Deterioration of wound.

	· Deterioration in patient’s condition.
